Accessories

Accessories must be conservative and non-distracting. No scarves, oversized belts or other unusual
accessories. Hair accessories must be school approved colors. Boys may not wear earrings.

Tops: Approved Lakeview Academy Pride Land shirts or club/program shirts. These shirts are approved
by administration and will meet specific quality and modesty standards. Students may wear regular
school day dress.

Bottoms: Students may wear BLUE denim jeans. The jeans must be free from rips or tears even if the
fabric is intended that way. Pants and shorts must be hemmed. The jeans must fit properly (not too
loose or too tight) and be non-distracting. No overalls. Students may wear regular school day dress.

Sports Team|

Home Games: Dress up, to include shirts and ties and slacks for boys. Girls may wear dresses or skirts of
appropriate length. Denim and chambray are never approved.

Game Dress/Away Games: Sports team jersey with dress code approved bottoms or blue jeans.
